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ELACC Wins Transit-Oriented

Development Grant

In July 2008—The Infill Infrastructure
Grant Program (IGG) of the Califor-
nia State Department of Housing and
Community Development awarded
ELACC $1.9 million in Transit Ori-
ented Development resources for
two separate projects—the historic
Boyle Hotel (51 units) and the scat-
tered site, Las Margaritas (48 units).
These two developments are both
located within a half mile of a planned
Metro Station. The purpose of the
IGG is to assist with new construction
that supports high-density affordable
and mixed use housing near transit lines. ELACC is grateful for the support to
create affordable housing that better serves residents who depend on public
transportation. 7
